As was the case in the previous year, the financial environment in 2004 was characterised by fluctuations in the exchange rate
around a relatively low US dollar. However, because most of APNIC’s income is in US dollars and most of its expenses are in AU
dollars, APNIC’s invested capital reserve is structured to protect the overall financial position from such fluctuations. By the end
of 2004, despite the exchange rate position and a slightly reduced membership growth rate, APNIC managed to achieve a modest

surplus of US$20,337.The following financial reports have been audited by PricewaterhouseCoopers.
